Matters Arising
No money has been received – The clerk to follow up.  This is land in trust from North Norfolk District Council (NNDC) for the Parish.  Tenants have not paid as they haven’t received an invoice.  Clerk to take records to NNDC to be resolved.
Planning 
Application – Erection of Agricultural Building, Hall Farm Barn, Lyng Hall Lane.  There have been many objections raised to the site proposed by the Applicants.  Letters from concerned Residents were read.  The proposal was to reject the Planning Application.   Mr P Bell registered an interest.
A vote was taken with 3 objections therefore the Parish Council will object to the proposal and re-submit the proposed alternative site and will urge the District Council to give due attention to this at their next Planning Committee Meeting.
Decision – Continued siting of residential caravan for 24 hour security at  Foulsham Road, this was refused.

Camping and Caravan Club – Site Application Four Acre Farm, Holt Road. The Camping and Caravan Club have decided to proceed with the Application.

Conversion of garage/games room at Starwood, Rectory Road.   The works currently in progress appear to be ‘permitted development’ with no planning permission required at this stage.  Any future changes will require Planning permission.
Erection of buildings at Four Acre Farm, Holt Road.  These do not breach planning control.
Parish Plan
The Chairman had made email contact with members of the Parish Plan Group seeking comments on which questions to ask for another survey.  Ian & Kay Dive have offered to hand-deliver the questionnaire.
